On the way to Cologne this afternoon, sail
through the Rhine Gorge, a stunning 40-mile
stretch of river lined with terraced vineyards
and hilltop castles. Famed for its historical,

cultural, and geological significance, the gorge
reveals charming villages, ancient fortresses
and sweeping riverside landscapes.

Before dinner tonight, gather for a Glihwein
party with your fellow cruisers. If you haven’t
already tried it at one of the holiday markets,
indulge in this warm concoction of cinnamon,
cloves, citrus and wine, a wintertime classic!

Day 7 |

Visit breathtaking Aachen Cathedral, notable
for Charlemagne’s richly decorated imperial
chapel and his original throne. Next, walk in
the historic center and spa area, then finish
at the city’s cheery Christmas market.

Free Time: Explore Disseldorf’s six wonderful
Christkindimarkts featuring themes such as
handicrafts, angels and fairy tales.
